2.4 Essay Task: For each of the texts, analyse how techniques were used to help you understand a main theme or issue.
For your essay analysis, choose at least two of the following poems (texts) by Wilfred Owen:

“Dulce et decorum est”
“Anthem for Doomed Youth”

“Exposure”
Introduction
Use the words of the question to outline:

· the poem (text) titles

· poet (author)

· the techniques you will be analysing

· the themes/issues that you will present
Point analysis
Ensure that you:

· re-state the poem (text) title/s and poet (author) that you will discuss in this section of your essay. 
· specifically state the technique/s you will analyse

· include examples (quotations) of these technique/s

· explain how it/they show a main theme or issue. 
· lastly, you must include your own response as the reader. 
I.e. How did the techniques/quotations/themes/issues impact you as the reader? What did you learn or think about from these details? How could the details relate to other texts, contexts, experiences, ideas?
E.g. Some key words that may be useful in your analysis
The poet reveals/outlines/presents/discusses/analyses……

Techniques/tools used/presented….

Gives the effect/image/overall understanding of…..

Teaches the reader/challenges the reader to….

This can be compared to…..

Consider this analysis from a student essay:

“Sibilance is effectively used in the second stanza: “gas shells softly”, to create the hissing, menacing sounds of the shell casings moving swiftly through the air. This sibilance creates a hissing sound, like that of the metal catching the wind but the use of the word “softly” is also disturbing: the shell is almost undetected by the men until it hits the ground. Then, the men feel its full impact as it takes away their sight and breath. Here Wilfred Owen is suggesting that….”
* Continue your point paragraph analysis on a variety of techniques, relating to both texts.
Conclusion

Use the words of the question to:

· restate your poem (text) titles

·  the poet (author)

· the techniques you have analysed

· the themes/issues that you have presented

* Complete your essay with the overall impact/lessons you have learned as a reader. I.e. What have you taken away from these texts and their techniques/messages?
